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NEWBORN SCREEN PROGRAM
2009 Year End Report

The goal of newborn screen is early identification of children at increased risk for
selected metabolic or genetic disorders so that medical treatment can be promptly
initiated to avert metabolic crises and prevent irreversible neurological and
developmental sequelae. At this time, we test for Thirty-two disorders. New York State
does free testing on every newborn — the familiar “Heel Prick”.

Wayne County Health Service gets involved when we are notified by New York State
Department of Health in Albany, Newborn Screen Unit, that a repeat specimen needs to
be collected. Usually, this is requested due to unsatisfactory specimen but can be due to
abnormal test results. The hospital of birth and primary physician are notified first. If they
both fail to obtain a specimen, then we are notified to help in this matter.

We are usually successful by notifying the appropriate person by letter or telephone call
telling the family that a repeat has been requested Occasionally we make a home visit to

the child’s parents to educate in this procedure. Wayne County Public Health has an
excellent rapport with area hospital labs and pediatricians.

The number of requests was 18 in 2009. In 2008 there were 44 requests.
Goals

Our program goal is to assist in obtaining a specimen in a timely manner, usually as soon
as possible, to protect the children in Wayne County from the effects of these metabolic

disorders. :

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Accomplishments

We held 14 Well Child Clinics in 2009. We held a special clinic on July 30, 2009.
This clinic was for children needing a physical who didn’t want to wait to get into
their primary physician. These were mostly sports physicals. There was a fee involved
with no sliding scale. This was the first attempt at this kind of service. Usually we
only go to 5 yrs of age with a sliding scale. We also scheduled an extra clinic in
September for 5-18yr olds. Most of these appointments were for kindergarten
physicals. :

. We offered nutritional guidance, dental care teaching, growth and developmental
assessments. Educational information was given to accompany the verbal teaching.
Lead screening was also completed on all children, where appropriate, sent for lead
testing. Immunizations were given according to the ACIP guidelines.

. Lists of area providers were given to all children in need of a physician or dentist.

. Referrals were made, with the parent’s permission, to a facilitated enroller for the
Child Health Plus Insurance Program, Family Health Plus, and Medicaid.

. We inform parents verbally and give them an appointment card at the time of the visit
when the child needs to return for a follow up visit. Once an appointment is made we
follow up with a reminder phone call the day prior to the appointment. :

. We continue to collaborate with Head Start to complete necessary physicals and
immunizations for children entering into the Head Start program.

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Rabies Program\ Annual Report — 2008

Rabies, first identified in Wayne County in 1993 continues to be a significant health care
concern. A well established Zoonoses, its effects are felt in many areas of daily living,
impacting humans and animal populations. The total number of animals diagnosed as
rabid changes yearly as the cyclic nature of the disease continues. This does not mean we
should or can allow ourselves to become complacent, but that we continue to remain
vigilant in our efforts to prevent the spread of this potentially fatal disease. Rabies is
considered to be 100% fatal.

Probable exposure to rabies has led to 36 Wayne County residents being authorized to
receive post exposure prophylaxis in 2009. Many cases of potential exposure occur when
well meaning individuals attempt to handle or capture stray/feral animals. During the
summer months, bat incidents continue to be one of the leading reasons for treatment. A
number of other Wayne County residents were authorized for treatment by counties
where exposure took place during summer camp or vacation. Pre-exposure vaccination is
provided for local Animal Control Officers/ Rabies Field Responders protecting them
from both direct exposure and in apparent exposure to rabies in the performance their job.

Public health education is made available to the public in a variety of ways. Information
packets are provided to individuals who experience bat related incidents in their home.

" The packets assist in exclusion of bats from dwellings where humans reside and domestic

animals are housed. Pet owners are made aware of the importance of vaccinating their
pets and valuable livestock. Brochures, flyers, presentations are available upon request
and are available at numerous public agencies, town halls, health fairs and schools. The
local news media is utilized and will advertise dates and sites of rabies clinics for pets.

Specimen submissions for 2009 totaled 70. From this total, 12 tested positive for rabies,
7 raccoons, 2 skunk, 2 bat and 1 cat. Four animals tested unsatisfactory for testing

therefore making it necessary to consider them as positives. Specimens were obtained

from all but one Wayne County town. The towns of Rose, Lyons, Savannah, Palmyra,
Marion, Sodus, and Macedon all had identified and confirmed cases of rabies in animals.
All specimens were tested to eliminate or confirm the need for human treatment,
boostering of domestic pets, quarantine or euthanasia of domestic animals. Wild and
Stray animals, which are not available for testing often create situations where multiple
individuals require treatment or domestic animal quarantines/euthanasia.

WCPHS, Zoonoses Program provides 24 hour, 7 day per week coverage for rabies
emergencies and inquiries. Staff is reached through WCPHS during regular office hours
or through E911 for calls received on holidays or after hours via pager. After hour
coverage includes screening for exposures, dispatch of rabies field response for capture
and transport of a specimen, nuisance trapper/wildlife rehabilitation information,
specimen submission, consultations with physicians and veterinarians, and intake of
animal incident /bite reports initiating appropriate follow up. Animal Incident reports
total over 200+ reports per year of which each report will generate some type of follow
up by the local health unit staff and ACOs (animal control officers and/or rabies field
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responders). Ten day confinements and six month quarantines are mandated by the state
and monitored by the local health unit in cooperation with rabies response and animal

- control.

Rabies clinics for domestic animals play an important part in Wayne County’s Rabies
Response Plan. Rabies vaccination is the most important action we can take to prevent
the spread of rabies throughout our community. Clinics are held 4 times throughout the
year at 4 different sites offering accessibility to our residents. Domestic animals, such
as free roaming stray or feral cats act as a bridge between wildlife disease and human.
Often these animals, especially cats, compete with wildlife for food and sometimes
shelter. Other pets, that live and are fed outside, act as a draw for wildlife, bringing them
into our yards where contact can occur. Horses/livestock are fed and kept in barns where
wildlife at times find food and shelter and bat colonies roost. Even cats that are kept
indoors sometimes escape or bats mistakenly enter our homes and exposure to rabies can
and does frequently occur. Unvaccinated pets can easily become exposed, developing
rabies, creating health risks to our families and in our neighborhoods. The importance of
rabies vaccination of our domestic pets cannot be stressed enough, in the prevention of
the spread of rabies.

Rabies Clinics for pets were held in 4 locations throughout the county in 2009. Sites are
rotated providing accessibility for all residents. A total of 813 domestic pets were
vaccinated at these clinics down from the 1,431 domestic pets that received vaccination
in 2008. This decrease may be due to a decrease in the number of clinics offered by the
county. A total donation of $2,428.91 was collected at these clinics to help defray the
costs. Reimbursements for any remaining costs were included in the Aid to Localities

grant.

2009 CHHA Annual Report

Wayne Community Nursing Care is the certified home health agency for Wayne County.

We are part of Wayne County Public Health. 2009 was the 77" year of providing
services to the residents of Wayne County. As a Medicare Certified Home Care Agency
we provide skilled nursing visits, home physical therapy, occupational therapy, speech
therapy and home health aide services for Wayne County residents in their homes, the
home of a family member, and others. Services are provided exclusively within Wayne
County . ' '

During 2009 we cared for three hundred fifty- three homecare patients. We had four-
hundred forty episodes of care for these patient’s. Nursing services were provided to one
hundred eighty- four patient’s receiving Personal Care services during 20009.

Staff received on going training in OASIS, computer changes, documentation, IV
therapy, wound care and diabetes. We had a series of Oasis C in-services provided by our
QI staff and homecare supervisor to staff. ‘

Coding changes and updates were installed prior to October 1, 2009 by IT.
Our agency participates in the SAY Network, monthly meetings to update and revise
our agency policies and procedures. Our annual policy updates were completed.

Staff had training for GINNA DRILLS and participated in these drills during the year.
A significant amount of nursing time is spent on BIO trainings for the agency. Many of
the trainings where completed on the internet and very time consuming, BIO trainings
and GINNA DRILLS are done to assist the county Emergency Management system.

HIN1

All Wayne County Public Health Staff participated in trainings, clinics and education to
the public and patient’s on HIN1. We worked evening at community clinics and school
districts to provide immunizations. Other homecare staff worked hours to cover for staff
at clinics. It was truly a whole agency effort to provide this service.

PPS REFORM:
The Perspective Payment System for Medicare under went many changes at year end to

start January 1, 2010. The home care supervisor attended trainings to prepare for changes.
The patient assessment tool has major changes that affect patient’s admitted in 2010. In
December many new and transitional changes were implemented in preparation for 2010.
We had major computer and documentation changes that needed to be installed the ends
of December.

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Contribution to Wayne County Public Health Department’s 2009 Annual Report

The NYS Department of Health’'s District Office in Geneva provides core environmental
health services for the residents of Wayne County. In partnership with Wayne County
Public Health Department and other State and Local agencies, the District oversees a
variety of programs designed to protect public health and safety. Responsibilities include
the enforcement of NYS Public Health Law and Sanitary Code regulations, and assessment
and management of environmental risks which have potential for causing human iliness or
injury. Risk factors include contamination of food and/or water supplies, chemical or
biological exposures, or physical injury hazards. Regulatory activities include the permitting
and inspection of designated facilities as specified by the NYS Sanitary Code. These
activities -occur in a variety of settings including food service establishments, public water
supplies and recreational and residential facilities. District staff participate on the County’s
Local Emergency Planning Committee and serve as the NYS Department of Health's
environmental health representative at the Wayne County Emergency Operations Center
during drills that simulate a radioactive release from the Ginna Nuclear Power Plant.

In 2009 there were approximately 795 operations in Wayne County covered by district office
programs. Currently with 317 operations; the regulation of food service establishments
represents the single largest environmental health program in Wayne County. Regulatory
activities at Wayne County’s 125 permitted migrant farmworker housing facilities were also
significant. Other environmental health programs and services that are provided to Wayne
County include: inspection, evaluation, and engineering plan review at public water
supplies, work in the Adolescent Tobacco Use Prevention Act (ATUPA) program to ensure
‘that tobacco retailers do not sell tobacco products to underage minors, and inspections and
investigations of complaints at mobile home parks, public bathing facilities, campgrounds,
hotels and motels and children's camps. In addition, district staff provide technical
assistance to local code enforcement officers and local health officers to investigate and
mitigate conditions that may constitute public health hazards.

Noteworthy environmental activities for 2009:

¢ Worked with Wayne County Public Health to conduct lead based paint risk assessment
at four (4) private Wayne County residences in response to referrals of children with
elevated blood lead levels. in addition, nineteen (19) follow-up field visits to initial
assessments were conducted.

¢ Met with Wayne Co. Public Health nursing staff on a quarterly basis to develop and
evaluate the Comprehensive Lead Poisoning Prevention Program (CLPPP).

e Under the US Environmental Protection Agency's Beach Grant Act, conducted
bacteriological monitoring of water quality at three (3) Lake Ontario beaches. Results
from this monitoring resulted in temporary closures at two of the beaches.

» Participated with the County Emergency Management Office and Wayne County Public
Health in the Ginna Power Plant State Monitored Dirill.

e Investigated 16 complaints alleging unsafe and/or unsanitary conditions at Wayne
County mobile home parks; 20 complaints alleging sanitary code violations at food
service establishments, and 5 complaints alleging smoking at food service
establishments and/or places of employment.
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o Worked with the Village of Newark to install secure building for chlorine storage.
e Worked with the Town of Rose to re-coat their water storage tank.

« Worked with Wayne County Water Authority to install water main for Arcadia WD 10,
Marion Town Northeast Quadrant Phase Il and Huron WD 3.

e Worked with Town of Sodus fo install water main for Sodus TWD 7.

o Worked with Village of Wolcott to provide a Security Inspection Report used to apply for
funding for a Port Security Grant. :

« Conduct in house training for water system operators to prepare required disinfection
byproducts reports. v

o Work with Wayne County Water Authority to complete installation of Floodman-Johnson
Road Water Benefit Area in the Town of Palmyra and Arcadia T WD 11.

e Work with Sodus Town to complete installation of Sodus Town WD 9.
o Work with Sodus Point Village to complete water system improvements.

e Work with Town of Savannah to meet compliance schedule for installation of filtration on
the Town's shallow well source. '

e Continue to work to reduce the frequency of tobacco sales to minors fhrough the
Adolescent Tobacco Use Prevention Program.

« Continue to investigate complaints alleging violations of the NYS Clean Indoor Air Act
CIAA).

e Continue to monitor and follow-up with lead abatement activities at three (3) residences
with active lead cases '

« Implement regulatory activities (permitting and inspection) at commercial tanning

facilities with the anticipated passage of recently promulgated tanning legislation.
